If you are arriving via a domestic flight, please look for the
TOGOTO driver at the carousel where you collect your luggage.
Make contact with the driver before you collect your luggage.

FEES AND CHARGES

This service is free from the airport to the CBD (Central Business
District), Carlton, Parkville and surrounding suburbs.

If you are travelling to further suburbs, you will be asked to pay
a service fee from AUD$20. You may want to contact Arrival
Services for an estimate of the costs:

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EXTRA PASSENGERS

If you have informed us that you will be bringing a friend or
relative, a fee of AUD$38 per person will apply. This fee must be
paid to the TOGOTOQO driver upon arrival.

If you are bringing young children aged under 2 years, please
inform us directly as as we may need to make alternative airport
reception arrangements for you.

LUGGAGE

TOGOTO recommend up to 40 kg or one or two standard
suitcases, one backpack and one item of hand luggage. If you are
thinking of bringing more, it is imperative that you contact staff
to advise what type of luggage you intend to bring (ie. suitcases,
backpacks etc) and how much your luggage weighs:
